Part hotel, part gallery, Canberra’s
Hotel Hotel is like no other
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Located in the country’s capital — a place
arguably known for being a little plain — Hotel
Hotel is far from the city’s stereotype. All 68
rooms are furnished with a catalogue of 20th
century furniture, primarily from Australia. The
windows are hardwood, the beds made from
reclaimed oak and the walls a mix of concrete,
oak and earthen clay. Everything is out of the
ordinary here. Throughout the hotel there’s
hidden interior design gems like original, early
1950s floral-pattern Axminster broadloom carpet
from England, armchairs designed by Viennese
furniture maker Paul Ernst Kafka, and a massive
1970s Barovier & Toso Murano chandelier.
Dining options include Monster Kitchen and
Bar, which spreads across four spaces on the
ground floor and serves local and seasonal
produce from 6:30am to 1am. Original artworks
sitin the Mosaic room and the Salon and
Dining rooms, telling a story of Australian
immigration. There’s no such thing as dull
moment at Hotel Hotel.
